The students will be assessed through continuous evaluation and end-semester
examinations.

Internal Assessment Criteria: 30 Marks
Continuous Internal assessment through assignments:

Two assignments will be submitted by the learner for each course during the semester. The
assignments will cover all or any types of questions (long answer type, short answer type,
objective type, multiple choice questions and case studies).

Learners will have to obtain thirty-five percent marks as pass percentage in each assignment
separately. Assignments will carry thirty percent (30%) weightage.

External Examination:
70 Marks (Theory Paper)
End Semester Examinations:

End semester examination is the major component of the evaluation system and carries seventy
percent weightage in the final result. The end semester examination which will comprise of 70
Multiple Choice Questions (MCQ) will be conducted twice a year i.e., in June and in December.
In case any student fails to get a pass score in end semester examination, they will be eligible to
reappear in the next semester end Examination for that course, as and when it is held but within
the total span of the programme only.

Orientation programme for newly inducted students will be conducted within fifteen days of
commencement of the semester. Personal Contact Programme will be organized during the
semester in the respective LSC.

Teaching Learning Process :
